RESOLUTION DECLARING ORDINANCE NO. 30-2024 OF THE CITY OF CADIZ
PROVIDING FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT, PROTECTION, CONSERVATION AND
MANAGEMENT OF THE "GIANT CLAM VILLAGE PROTECTED AREA (GCVPA) IN
CADIZ CITY, NEGROS OCCIDENTAL AND PROVIDING FUNDS THEREOF AS A
VALID ENACTED ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, Section 56 of the Local Government Code of 1991 expresses the
reviewing power of the Sangguniang Panlalawigan on Component City and Municipal
Ordinances and Resolutions declaring the Ordinance or Resolution valid if it is consistent with
the law or invalid in whole or in part if the Sangguniang Panlalawigan finds the Ordinance or
Resolution to be beyond the power conferred upon the Sangguniang Panlungsod or
Sangguniang Bayan concerned;

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 30-2024 of the City of Cadiz providing for the
establishment, protection, conservation and management of the “Giant Clam Village Protected
Area (GCVPA) in Cadiz City, Negros Occidental and providing funds thereof was submitted
for review by the City of Cadiz to the Sangguniang Panlalawigan of Negros Occidental;

WHEREAS, after prompt examination by the Provincial Legal Office, it is the
recommendation of the said Office that the subject Ordinance is within the conferred power of
the Sangguniang Panlungsod of Cadiz to enact, thus, the same may be given due course by the

Sangguniang Panlalawigan; 3 , /
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WHEREAS, Section 458(a)(5)(i) of Republic Act No. 7160, otherwise known as the
Local Government Code of 1991, provides that the sangguniang panlungsod has the power to
regulate the use of streets and public places within the territorial jurisdiction of the city;

WHEREAS, while Ordinance No. 28-2024 involves the regulation of traffic, it also
establishes a "Family Boulevard" on portions of public roads/streets, effectively closing certain
portions of streets covered by such designation;

WHEREAS, the instant ordinance further finds legal support from Republic Act No.
8550, otherwise known as the "Philippine Fisheries Code of 1998", which declares, among
others, that the State shall take conservation and rehabilitation measures for rare and threatened
endangered species.

WHEREAS, the ordinance under review is in keeping with the afore-cited Act and was
likewise crafted with due observance of the guidelines set forth in Fisheries Administrative
Order (FAO) No. 208 which provides that it shall be unlawful to take rare and endangered
species. Rare species include the giant clams, hence, the establishment of the "Giant Clam
Village Protected Area" in the City of Cadiz;

WHEREAS, as per certification submitted, the procedural requirements required under
R.A. 7160, such as, public hearing and posting, were duly complied with, except for the
publication, which shall be undertaken yet, hence, it is respectfully requested that the
sanggunian concerned be reminded of this.

WHEREAS, the ordinance complies with the six (6) generally accepted principles for a
valid ordinance, as adopted by the Sangguniang Panlalawigan of Negros Occidental, which
are:

It must not contravene the Constitution or any statute.
It must not be unfair or oppressive.

It must not be partial or discriminatory.

It must not prohibit but may regulate trade.

It must be general and consistent with public policy.
It must not be unreasonable.
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WHEREAS, the reviewing authority of the Sangguniang Panlalawigan finds no
irregularity that follow thereto as a result of the thorough scrutiny of the Provincial Legal
Officer;

WHEREAS, in view of the foregoing, the SP Committee on Laws, recommends
approval of the same;

NOW THEREFORE, on motion of Hon. Sixto Teofilo Roxas V. Guanzon, Jr., and
duly seconded by all the members present,

THE SANGGUNIANG PANLALAWIGAN RESOLVED, as it hereby resolves, to
approve this resolution to wit:
